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PROVIDER RESPONSIBILITY

Notifications of absences for children who are considered as
At-Risk Rilya Wilson Reporting Act

Rule 6M-4.500(4)(c) & (e) and The Rilya Wilson Act (s.39.604, F.S.)

If a child is considered “At-Risk”, law requires childcare providers to report the child’s absence that is
under the age of school entry, on the first unexcused absence or seven (7) consecutive excused

absences no later than the close of business on the day the absence(s) occurred. Unexcused
absences take place when a child is absent on a day when he or she is supposed to be present, and the
parent or caregiver fails to report the absence.
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A child is categorized ‘At Risk’, if the classification under either, or both, of the columns labeled ‘At Risk’
and/or ‘RW’ indicates ‘yes’ on the ‘School Readiness Manage Enrollment’ page in the
DEL Provider Services Portal.

Reporting absences for School Readiness children
who are NOT considered ‘at Risk”

School Readiness Providers must also report if a School Readiness child has been absent for five (5)
consecutive days with no contact/communication from the parent or 10 unexplained absences within a
calendar month. These types of absences should also be reported to the ELC Absence Reporting Line at

(727) 233-8291 ext. 148. The provider shall maintain documentation of the notification.
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RESPONSABILIDAD DEL PROVEEDOR

Rule 6M-4.500(4)(c) & (e) and The Rilya Wilson Act (s.39.604, F.S.)

Si un nifio es considerado ‘En-Riesgo’, la ley requiere que el proveedor de cuido de nifios reporte las
ausencias de los nifios que estan debajo de la edad escolar, el primer dia de ausencia sin excusa o siete
(7) ausencias excusadas consecutivas no mas tarde del cierre del dia que ocurre la ausencia. Una
ausencia sin excusa sucede cuando un nifio esta en un dia en el que se supone que estuviese presente y
el padre o guardian falla en notificar al proveedor para reportar la ausencia.
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Un nifio se clasifica como ‘En-Riesgo’, si la clasificacidn en cualquiera de las columnas

etiquetadas como “En-Riesgo” y/o “RW” indica “SI” en la pagina de “Manejo de Inscripciones de School
Readiness” (School Readiness Manage Enrolimens) en el Portal de Servicios al Proveedor de DEL.

Las ausencias ‘En-Riesgo’ también se deben ser informadas a PHELC por
comunicacion con la Linea de Reporte de Ausencias de ELC al (727) 233-8291 ext. 148

Reportar ausencias para nifios de School

Readiness que son considerados ‘En Riesgo’

Los proveedores de School Readiness también deben informar si un nifio de School Readiness ha estado
ausente durante cinco dias (5) consecutives sin contacto/ comunicacién de los padre o diez (10)
ausencias inexplicables dentro de un mes calendario. Estos tipos de ausencias también deben
informarse a la Linea de notificacidon de ausencias de ELC al (727) 233-8291 ext. 148.

El proveedor debera mantener documentacién de la notacién.
